PROJECT INFORMATION 

The Culture, Heritage and Arts Assembly, Argyll and Isles (CHARTS), works in partnership with liveArgyll to support the development of Campbeltown Museum. To help develop our workshops and event programme for children and families, we are currently seeking interest from artists and craft makers to work with us.

We are pleased to offer the opportunity to support the development of intergenerational projects linking to our current exhibition, Cuairt Chaluim Chille/ Touring St Columba. We now invite interest from artists/craft makers who work with sewing/embroidery to co-design and deliver workshops for the local community, working with our museum staff. 

Cuairt Chaluim Chille/Touring St Columba is currently on tour in Argyll for one year and was launched at Campbeltown Museum in June 2023. This tour has been designed to build connections between artists in Argyll and Ireland. With the exhibition itself on loan from Donegal Museum, the Cuairt Chaluim Chille project is made possible by Bòrd na Gàidhlig and Foras Na Gaeilge, to build on cross-cultural relationships.

During the exhibition tour, every host venue is holding workshops and events to help interpret the exhibition and assist communities to both understand and celebrate the legacy of Colmcille and Gaelic links between Ireland and Scotland.

Our embroidery workshops aim to focus on the Colmcille theme of mediaeval writing and designs to offer children and families an insight into the life and skills of that time. 

We aim to deliver workshops appropriate to all ages and all sewing abilities; to guide and support participants to create or replicate designs.  

Experience and Skills Required 

· Qualification in textiles (sewing) or equivalent evidenced experience 
· Experience of working with children and/or community groups
· Knowledge/interest in mediaeval embroidery – or willingness to learn
· Knowledge/ interest in Gaelic culture 
· A clear understanding of time management 
· A team player- who can collaborate with other staff members to create these workshops
· Interest in supporting community engagement in Campbeltown /Kintyre with good knowledge of the area

Museum staff look forward to working with the successful candidate to support and fine-tuning the session lengths and designs.
